City Manager Tungate provided information to Council and indicated that training will be scheduled.

CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

US Representative Brenda Lawrence began by stating that she just wanted to recognize the new
members and give special recognition to Mayor Pro Tem Burns and the professionalism she exhibits and
the service that she delivers and will continue to provide. In addition, she declared that Mayor McClellan
is a special woman and if you want to define public servant just read the book of Marian McClellan.

CALL TO COUNCIL:

Mayor Pro Tem Burns — Commenced her comments by wishing good evening to her family, friends and
the Oak Park Administration. She continued as follows: Two years ago this great journey began and at
that time I committed to take my duties as a Council Member seriously and to represent all of Oak Park
equally. I am proud to say that to date, that commitment has been kept. The decisions I made thus far
have been done in what is in the best interest of Oak Park and its residents, We have made great strides in
changing Oak Park for the better. Financially, Oak Park is in a sound position. Also, currently, there is
over 100 miilion dollars being invested in economic development in Qak Park and a special thank you
goes to Kimberly Marrone and the Economic Development Department. Our City Manager and the
Administration have been recognized by various organizations and the State for having the best business
practices and procedures. OQur City services are of the highest quality and our residents are engaged. All
these things confirm that Oak Park is a great place to live, work, open a business and raise a family. [ am
so proud to have been involved in these activities and decisions that have transpired over the last two
years and to live in Qak Park and be a part of the City Council. Thank you so much for being present here
this evening to share with me this great experience and honor to be sworn in as Mayor Pro Tem of this
wonderful City. In taking this position as Mayor Pro Tem I have to mention that having served on the
Council for the last two years with the departing members has been a great honor. Council Member
Levine 1 wish you the best in your future endeavors. Councilman Seligson I will miss you, your wit, your
knowledge and your company. Council Member Speech I look forward to continuing our great working
relationship. Mayor Marian McClellan you define what a Mayor should be. I am in awe of your
dedication and commitment as a Mayor. Again I want to thank the residents of Oak Park. I can assure you
that you have not misplaced your trust or confidence in bestowing this honor on me. I look forward to
fulfilling my new position as Mayor Pro Tem and to representing the City of Oak Park. In closing, I
would like to quote President Barack Obama - “Change will not come if we wait for some other person or
some other time. We are the ones that we have been waiting for. We are the change that we seek.”
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Council Member Ken Rich - Explained that he hadn’t prepared anything to say other than thanks to the
electorate and the outgoing members of the City Council as well as his fellow Council members but that
morning he had read that this is the 77" Anniversary of Kristallnacht. He then stated that on November 9,
1938, in Nazi Germany thousands and thousands of Jewish institutions, synagogues and businesses were
ransacked. This was the crystallization of the Nazi dream to eliminate Jewish people from public
discourse, society, institutions and political affiliation. Council Member Rich continued by confirming
that he is proud to live in a country where people of different faiths, ethnicities, and races can serve
together in government and that he is confident this Council will help to move Oak Park forward in the
future. He concluded by thanking the citizens for the opportunity to serve.

Council Member Kiesha Speech — Acknowledged what a privilege it is to be a part of and to witness
this history making event of having both a woman Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem for the City of Qak Park.
She continued by stating that diversity and inclusion is a big part of how we live our lives in Oak Park
and the representation of that on the City Council is something she is very proud of. She also confirmed
how excited she is to be a member of the new Council.

In light of the upcoming ZBA meeting where Pay Beny's petition to open a pawnshop will
be evaluated, we have reviewed the Oak Park Zoning Ordinance and ZBA Rules regarding
pawnbrokers/pawnshops. We have been advised that at the upcoming ZBA meeting there
may be an objection to Pay Beny's owner (Maryann Beeler) acquiring the necessary
signatures to meet the 51% requirement due to the possibility of more than one adult
residing in any particular residence (and therefore Pay Beny may not have acquired the
requisite signatures).

As you know, under the ordinance, a pawnbroker/pawnshop may not be located within a
1,000-foot radius of any parcel containing 30% or more “residential buildings, dwellings, or
rooming units.” This requirement may be waived by the ZBA if an appellant files a petition
indicating “approval of the proposed regulated use by 51% of all the adults residing” within
that 1,000-foot radius. The ZBA Rules and Regulations governing the procedure for
obtaining a pawnbroker/pawnshop license reiterate the provisions of the zZoning ordinance.
The Rules slate that “signatures and indications of no objection to this use by at least 51%
of all adult residents living at the listed addresses on the petition are required for
consideration of approval.” Further, the applicant/circulator is required to contact each
address and indicate where no response is received or only a verbal response is given.

Based on our review of the Code of Ordinances and ZBA Rules and Regulations, as well
as our discussions with Kim Marrone, Kevin Rulkowski, and Ms. Beeler's attorney (Steve
Wallace), we believe the pelition requirements have been met. We have been advised that
Pay Beny received 125 signatures with no objection out of 223 available address (Pay Beny
therefore acquired signatures from adult residents in 56% of the available addresses).

2) Article XIX, Section 1929, C, requires no pawnbroker or pawnshop use shall be located
on a parcel of land which is located such that a radius of 1,000 feet drawn from any point
on that parcel contains at least 30 percent residential buildings, dwellings or rooming
units of the total number of structures within such radius. This provision may be waived
by the zoning board of appeals upon receiving a petition filed by the appellant which
indicated approval of the proposed regulated use by 51 percent of all the adults residing
within a radius of 1,000 feet of the location of the proposed use. The applicant is
requesting a waiver.
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3) The petitions for the waiver request were prepared by the City Clerk’s office and
reviewed by the City Attorney.

4) The applicant received extensions for the filing of the competed petitions at the July 28,
2015 and the August 28, 2015 Zoning Board of Appeals meetings as prescribed in the
Rules and Regulations adopted by the Zoning Board of Appeals on November 24, 1992
for these types of petitions.

5) The applicant submitted completed petitions on September 21, 2015 to the City Clerk’s
office.

6) There are 256 residential buildings, dwellings or rooming units within a radius of 1,000
feet of the location of the proposed use.,

7) The applicant has submitted evidence {postcards and an envelope stamped return to
sender vacant) that show at least 32 of the residential buildings, dwellings or rooming
units were vacant at the time the petitions were circulated.

8) One presumed residential dwelling was a leasing office.

9) 51% of the remaining 223 presumed occupied residential buildings, dwellings or rooming
units results in a minimum of 114 signatures indicating no objection for the petition to
meet the minimum threshold for a waiver.

10) The submitted petitions indicate that 125 of the contacted residential buildings, dwellings
or rooming units do not object to the location of the proposed pawn shop. Of the
contacted residential buildings, dwellings or rooming units none indicated they objected
to the location of the proposed pawn shop.

11) Through voter registration records and an online white pages (showing a residential
phone number), the City Clerk's office was able to verify that 62 of the 125 signatures
matched the person indicated at the address on the petition.

12) The granting of a locational waiver by the ZBA is a necessary component for the
proposed pawn shop to be considered for Special Land Use approval before the
Planning Commission.

STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS:

Pay Beny Inc., 21380 Greenfield, has made an appeal to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a
waiver from the provisions in the Zoning Ordinance, Article XIX that prohibits a pawnbroker
or pawnshop use to be located within a specified area that contains over 30% residential
buildings, dwellings or rooming units. The ZBA can grant a waiver from the prohibition if the
applicant presents a petition signed by 51 percent of the adult residents within a radius of
1,000 feet of the location of the proposed use. The granting of a locational waiver by the
ZBA is a necessary component of the Special Land Use process that will be reviewed at a
future Planning Commission meeting.

Ray Fox, on behalf of Pay Beny Inc., has been circulating a petition, prepared by the City
Clerk’s office, over the last 90 days. There are 256 residential buildings, dwellings or
rooming units within a radius of 1,000 feet of the location of the proposed use. Of these only
223 are presumed to be occupied residences. The applicant has submitted in excess (125)
of the required 114 signatures indicating no objection. Of the 125 signatures indicating no

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objection, 62 of these signatures could be connected to voter registration records or an

online white pages. Although, all the signatures on the petition could not be connected

directly through records available to the City it does not necessarily indicate the signature is

invalid. Possible reasons for not being able to connect the signatures to an address could

be:

1) Individuals not updating their voter registration or address for a Driver’s License.

2) The online white pages only indicate individuals with a home phone (land line as
opposed to a mobile phone).

Based on the review of the submitted petitions the minimum requirement for affirmative
signatures has been met and it is the recommendation of the Planning Division to approve
the requested locational waiver.

TO BE DECIDED:

Based on the information presented in the Planning Division Report, and additional
findings of fact discussed during the review of case # 15-04, | move to (approve,
deny) the request of Pay Beny Inc., 21380 Greenfield,

1) for a waiver from the requirement in Article XIX, Section 1929, C, that no pawnbroker or
pawnshop use shall be located on a parcel of land which is located such that a radius of
1,000 feet drawn from any point on that parce! contains at least 30 percent residential
buildings, dwellings or rooming units of the total number of structures within such radius.

Steven Wallace, Attorney for the petitioner, explained Pay Beny, Inc. is hoping to move the
current pawn operation from 21700 Greenfield, 565 feet south to 21380 Greenfield. Mr. Wallace
addressed the challenges submitted by Mr. Ken Nanda, K.J. Management, and stated the
results of the investigation into challenged signatures give Pay Beny, Inc. in excess of the 51%
required to request a waiver from the ZBA.

Richard Hillman, Attorney for K.J. Management, stated his client manages 75 housing units
within a 1000’ radius of the proposed use. Mr. Hillman contested the petition sheets submitted
by Pay Beny, Inc. on the basis of:

1) the ordinance language, which requires the petition to show approval by 51% of all the
adults residing in the 1000’ radius, not 51% of the number of housing units;

2) for 12 of the units managed by K.J. Management which are listed on the petition as vacant,
K.J. Management has records that the units are not vacant;

3) 15 people whose names appear on the petition have signed statements that they did not
sign the petition.

Mr. Hillman asked the ZBA to deny the request for a waiver from the requirements of the
ordinance, and pointed out the ordinance gives the Board discretion to deny.

Ray Fox, employee for Pay Beny, Inc., stated he personally went to every address and
obtained every signature.

The following residents stated they did not sign the petition:
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Yolanda Reyes, 15286 Miller, although she admitted the signature on the petition looked
like her signature

Joann Williams, 15320 Miller and 15300 Miller
LaShawna Osborne, 15155 Miller

Hattie Brown, 15298 Miller, objected to a pawnshop on the corner of Miller St.

Ken Nanda, K.J. Management, argued that a sampling of adults listed on leases indicate that
approximately 113 adults reside in the 75 units on Miller St. Using that number, the petition has
signatures of only about 30% of the adults residing in the area. Mr. Nanda also proposed that
the Stratford apartments be disqualified from the petition area because they are 1.5 driving
miles from the proposed pawn shop. Mr. Nanda asked the ZBA to deny the request for a waiver.

The following residents were in favor of the proposed use:
John Miles, 15445 Miller.
JoFrance House, 21719 Stratford. Ms. House also stated she accompanied Mr. Fox on
several occasions while he was collecting signatures.
Terrell Johnson, 15445 Miller. Mr. Johnson stated he was with Mr. Fox during the petition
drive and that signatures were not forged.
Jacqueline Johnson, 15445 Miller. Ms. Johnson stated she was a witness to residents
signing Mr. Fox's petition.

City Planner Rulkowski explained the request for a Special Land Use will be reviewed by the
Planning Commission and will then be forwarded to City Council for a final decision. Mr.
Rulkowski indicated confirmation of vacancies in the housing units included on the petition was
based on United States Postal Service returned mail stamped “Vacant”.

MOTION BY Blumenkopf, SECONDED BY Peiss: based on the information presented
in the Planning Division Report, and additional findings of fact discussed during the
review of case # 15-04, to grant the request of Pay Beny, Inc., 21380 Greenfield, for a
waiver from the requirement in Article XIX, Section 1929, C, that no pawnbroker or
pawnshop use shall be located on a parcel of land which is located such that a radius of
1,000 feet drawn from any point on that parce! contains at least 30 percent residential
buildings, dwellings or rooming units of the total number of structures within such radius.
